The goal is to develop a
framework for implementation of ATRT3 Recommendation 3.6. The feedback from SO/AC Chairs is
expected by 30 November.

Retirement of Non-Policy Recommendations

ICANN org shared a document named "Draft Process to Retire Non-Policy Recommendations" with
SO/AC Chairs and expects their feedback by 30 November. The process pertains exclusively to non-
policy recommendations that emerge from Reviews and Cross-Community Working Groups, aligning with
the objective of the implementation of ATRT3 Recommendation 5.
