According to the latest polling numbers, Liberal support dropped
from its peak in December of 2020, but they maintain a
significant, 30-point lead over the PCs.

Among decided and leaning voters:

o Support for the Liberal Party decreased by 9 percentage
points to 56%.

o PCParty support rose 4 percentage points to 26%.

NDP support also increased by 4 percentage points, to 15%

o Support for the NL Alliance held steady at less than 1%.
