Contact the ERCIM Office to present your project idea and a panel

of experts within the ERCIM Science Task Group will review your

idea and provide recommendations. Based on this feedback, the

ERCIM Office will decide whether to commit to help producing your

proposal. Note that having at least one ERCIM member involved

is mandatory for the ERCIM Office to engage in a project.

If the ERCIM Office expresses its interest to participate, it will

assist the project consortium as described above, either as project

coordinator or project partner.
